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Dear colleagues parliamentarians,
Ladies and gentlemen,

The members of the EU-RM JPC in the past period, within the frames of their regular activities, they have been continuously giving their opinion on major topics from the Euro-integration process of the Republic of Macedonia, i.e. seen from a Brussels perspective, they have presented their position on the process of expansion of the European idea within the frames of the European Union.
During our meetings, we have discussed about issues related to the EU enlargement, the liberalization of the visa regime, the reforms in the field of economy, as well as about issues related to the environment and the development of the road infrastructure. 

The discussion on the aforementioned and other issues is of particular importance, since they have been supplemented with the spice of the parliamentary dimension, which is an inevitable part of every democratic subject. On the other hand, we have to mention the importance of the processes that go hand in hand with our topical discussions.
Namely, in the past months, despite all constructive debates, we have to be mindful of the relations established among the parliamentarians from the Republic of Macedonia and the European Union. I am confident that the representatives of the political parties, linking among themselves horizontally through the political groups in which they are members or in other ways through such forums as the JPC, contribute significantly for mutual understanding our particularities, which is really useful for accomplishment of our common interest. In the context of our mutual cooperation, we should not forget to mention the act that the a parliamentary delegation from the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia is regularly present at the sessions of the European Parliament, no matter whether on the agenda there are specific items related to the integration of the Republic of Macedonia in the European Union. On the other hand, we are satisfied that representatives of the EU institutions of visit our Assembly. In brief, I am of an opinion that in this way, by accepting the policy of permanent strengthening of our mutual cooperation on political level:
· we have managed to give a new quality of the European integrations,
· we have confirmed that the European Parliament continues to be the biggest lobbyist of the policy of open doors of the European Union, and 
· We have shown that there is sincerity from both sides for solution of issues related with the European integrations.
Distinguished colleagues,

We should continue to develop the excellent political relations between the two parliaments. In this phase, it is very important that, within the frames of JPC, we should continue to strengthen our political contacts, but also to open possibilities for further strengthening of the cooperation between the Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia and the European Parliament on administrative level.
The persons, which as an institutional memory are the system behind which stands behind all these events that we jointly organize, are also an important segment.

The servicing of the needs of the administration, the investment in a further development of their practice, knowledge and contacts, will have a significant influence on the process of our political activities.
Hence, the focus on the current possibilities for cooperation on administrative level between the two parliaments, as well as the opening of new possibilities in this direction, is a very important topic, since in this way we will accomplish several positive effects. Namely:
1. The space for adoption of inappropriate decisions related with the European integration process by the two parliaments will be curbed;

2. We shall give our contribution by obtaining expertise for the debate on European integrations, and
3. With all respect to the difficult political questions, it is evident that we shall affect on the relativizaion of the political tensions, which are naturally produced by these processes.
Dear colleagues,
The relations between the Macedonian and the European Parliament are positively developed in continuity.

The Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia estimates the contribution of our European colleagues in the promotion and the strengthening of the European idea, on which we work together.

Welcoming such level of cooperation, it is even more important that we try to develop it also on political and on administrative level. 
The Assembly of the Republic of Macedonia on its hand has a need for a further use of the possibilities offered by the European Union, and especially within projects with the TAIEX Instrument. I am also confident that the European Parliament shall continue to work interested in the process of enlargement of the European Union.
I know that in this way through welcoming the positive examples and through opening of new possibilities for our cooperation, we shall contribute even more to the strengthening of the process of European integration of the Republic of Macedonia.
