2. The former Yugoslay Republic of Macedonia and the new Member States are sithonsed 1o
retain the authorisations with which the staius of “approved exporters” has beea granted in the

framework of preferential agreements or amlonomons arrangements applied between them, provided
thiat:

{a) such a provision is also provided [or in the agreement concluded prior to the date of accession
between the former Yugoslay Republic of Macedonia and the Community: and

(b} the approved exporters apply the rules of ongin in foree under that agreement.

These authorisations shalt be replaced, no later than one vear afier the date of avcession, by new
authorisations issued unduer the conditions ol the SAA.

3. Reguests for subsequent verification of proof of origin issued under the preferential agreemenis
or autonomous arrangements referred to in paragraphs | and 2 above shall be accepted hy the
competent customs autheritics of either the farmer Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia or the Member
States for a period of three years afier the issue of the proof of origin concerned and may be made
by those authorities for a period of three years after acceptance of the proof of origin submitted to
those authoerities i supporl of an imporl declaration.

ARTICLLE 12
Goods in transit

1.  The provisions of the SAA may be applied 10 goods exporled [rom either the former
Yugosiav Republic of Magedonia to one of the new Member States or from one of the new
